Hanns-J. Neubert  is the President of
the European Union of Science
JournalistsÕ Associations EUSJA, based
in the premises of Euroscience in
Strasbourg, and Chairman of the Board
of the German Science Writers TELI. He
generates his income as freelance
science journalist and book author
(German and English), but also as
teacher and seminar organiser in
international science journalism, and as
communication consultant to institutions

and companies. At times Neubert serves the European Commission as
expert evaluator regarding the societal impact of scientific project
proposals and for science in society themes. Until  2006 he was member
of the Grand Jury of the European Descartes Prizes for Science
Communication. 
He has about 30 years of experience in science journalism, mainly as a
freelancer, but for 7 years during the 1990s also as press officer in the
German federal research ministry. His special interests are biology,
biotechnology, chemistry, geo and climate sciences, but also general
issues like education, science in society, and participation.
After concluding his studies in biological oceanography in the late 1970s,
he quit science in order to broaden his own knowledge horizon and to tell
people about the world of science. This was facilitated through a renown
scholarship from the Robert-Bosch-Foundation. Internships brought him to
recognised German papers and he ended up in TV, running his own
documentary company between 1985 and 1991.

Public Science Debates

In the run-up of the German parliamentary elections, one of the two German Science Journalists'
associations, the German Science Writers TELI (http://www.teli.de), founding member of the European
Union of Science Journalists' Association EUSJA (http://www.eusja.org), started a public science debate
(http://teli.de/blog/), following a successful model of US authors, film makers and science journalists
(http://www.sciencedebate2008.com). The US science debate has not only changed the priority of research
and science in the Obama administration, but also rose the esteem of science in the US public.

Science and technology are of utmost importance in modern democracies, but seem not to be very
transparent to those who pay for them. Public debates focus on real debates between science, the public
and politicians about the targets of science and decisions made for the progression of science. They shall
facilitate the real participation of the public in democratic societies in scientific issues. The media, i.e. the
science journalists, focus in this case on one of their roles, which is the role of an independent mediator.
Thus the media can contribute to a responsible and not only a responsive participation.

Due to the lack of adequate education on all levels in many, if not most, societies, a democratic process
with regard to participate in shaping the future through participation in scientific issues is still not existing.
However, the free basic science, which is a prerequisite of all further research and technology, is a kind of
democratic process in itself, but restricted to the scientific community. Science debates may introduce some
more transparency into this process and thus build bridges. A challenge remains: To overcome the barriers
of insufficient education.

The current status of the German Science Debate as of end of August will be reported. If successful in
Germany, EUSJA will transfer the tool of science debates to all European states through its national
member associations.

Promises, promises...

Science communication is a term which came up anew about 10 or 15 years ago when the scientific
institutions and the science politicians were confronted with increasing criticism and recognised that science
and technology did not have the desirable backing by tax payers. But science and technology are of utmost
importance for the development of modern societies.

One of the first modern science communicators was Alexander von Humboldt with his public lectures in the
early 19th century. A first wave of what is called today science communication came up after World War I
when universities introduced their public lectures and industries established their literary departments, as
they were called at that time. But the seed of real communication came never to bloom after authoritarian
systems rose in Europe.

And what is called science communication today has never been communication at all. Regarding scientific
institutions a back channel necessary for real communication did not really exist. Instead, science institutions
produced mainly communiquŽs highlighting their successes without delivering the background and showing
the scene of the research. Many media-outlets by science institutions are not results, but only promises. Far
too often when journalists tried to follow up promises, the result was silence. Only building on promises,
science communication has a quite anti-democratic aspect.

After leaving school, citizens are only fed with bits of scientific results, too often without relevance to their
real life, or without background and research environment, resulting in information overflow. This lead to a
decrease in science literacy ("Bildung") of European citizens. Although they acquire more information, this
information cannot be to moulded into knowledge and thus to literacy. In addition, the media were not able
to fill the gaps needed for knowledge based decisions in democratic societies. The failure of the media to
fully play their role in democratic societies seems, at least in part, to be the result of the globalisation of
capital and governmental support for the capitalisation of the media. Although the media have a democratic
function, they are increasingly forced to generate profits and returns of investment giving them less
possibilities to deliver in-depth knowledge.
